Each Team will consist of five (5) students, with the option of an Alternate Team member.  Very Important: The Alternate member can not be substituted at any time DURING the Envirothon.  All Alternates will form a team and be tested.  This team in no way can win the competition, it is only for experience.
3. Teams must stay together during the competition.

4. Teams must be accompanied by an Adult Advisor and or coach, this Advisor will be responsible for that Team’s conduct during the entire competition. 

5. During the Envirothon the advisor or coach shall not assist their team in the actual competition.

6. Competition will consist of five events on which the Teams will be tested.  Soils, Wildlife, Forestry, Aquatics, and Current Environmental Issues – 2010 Current Issue is “Protection of Groundwater Through Urban, Agricultural, and Environmental Planning”.

7. Registration forms listing team members must be submitted by March 15, 2010.

8. The Trailside Envirothon will be held on April 28, 2010, at Letchworth State Park – Trailside Lodge Area.

9. Transportation will be the responsibility of each participating school.

10. Winning Team - The team with the highest cumulative total points for the five events (one per county).  The top team from each county will be eligible to advance to the NY State Envirothon Competition, June 2nd & 3rd, at Keuka College - Keuka, NY.
11. There is no cost to the students, the parents, or the school to participate.  The only thing that must be provided is the COMMITMENT to participate at all the Envirothon levels.  The schools only need to provide transportation to the Regional Envirothon and the NYS Envirothon

12. All scoring and decisions made by the Envirothon Judges and Committee are final.
BE PREPARED

1. Dress warmly and in layers! Temperatures at the site of the competition may be cooler than the temperature at home.

2. Wear proper foot attire!  It may be muddy and wet on the trails.  Cold feet are miserable.  It’s up to each of us to dress appropriately. One umbrella per team is highly recommended to protect exams for judging and rain gear.
3. The program will be outside.  It will not be cancelled.

4. We hope that the program is fun and educational for all of us.  If you’re not dressed for the weather, you will not enjoy being there.
