Executive Director:


1.
Reimbursement has been received from the Dormitory Authority in the amount of $602,949.26. The County has been reimbursed in the amount of $599,855.26, which represented the balance of the money loaned to the District to pay contractors bills. The contract extension with the County was approved by Resolution No. 117-09. Both projects have been successfully completed. The final invoice has been submitted and money received from the County for final payment to the contractors, in the amount of $161,101.19. Final payments will go out to the contractors tomorrow. The Notice of Termination has been filed with NYS DEC.
2. The Seneca Trail RC&D Dry Hydrant project has been completed. Copies of the Report and Map were distributed to the Board members.
3. Our proposed 2010 Budge was submitted to John Margeson along with our request for the next 3-year contract appropriation of $150,000.00 per year. Ten percent of each of these contracts need to be placed in a reserve account to cover the upfront payments required for project grants. It was the consensus of the Board that they would support a 3-year contract of $130,000, $140,000, $150,000.
4. Our new 3-year Contract request will be presented to the Public Works Committee at their August meeting. Also to be brought before the Committee will be a request for a fire wood contract from Stephen Rauber on the England Hill site.
5. Gretchen requested to join the Greater Allegany County Chamber of Commerce at a cost of $30-$45. Approved (Hopkins-Rung)
6. A request has been received from a Scio resident regarding laws of land use adjacent to Ag District property. Ag & Markets was contacted a letter with a Agricultural Data Statement was sent.
7. A new clause has been added to the FL-LOWPA agreements that gives permission to the District to photo, print, and publish project date to our website and other publicity uses. 2006 FL-LOWPA contract has been closed out after a formal budget change which was approved by NYS DEC. Several farm BMP’s were re-written to reflect changes. 2007 FL-LOWPA projects include: 1) Cockle fencing, 2) York Barnyard runoff & VTA, 3) Marcus pesticide area, 4) Long-Mount fencing, 5) Accomb grassed waterway, and 6) Miller fencing.
8. AEM Year 4 was closed out, looking to get technical time reimbursement of around $1,400. Year 5 Annual Action Plan was submitted for $20,026.00.
