A listing of previous RC&D Project Measures (attached) and update of the status of Allegany County RC&D measures was given. The Agri-Tourism, and Rt 244 Cattle Crossing are still open and need to be checked into. The Venison Donation Coalition, RPM Demonstration Project, GLCI Measure, and Alfred State Grazing Institute are still open and on-going.

Three new projects will be presented to the Council for consideration: 1) Town of Cuba South Street Drainage Repairs, to solve high water table problems; 2) Railroad Preservation/Riverbank Stabilization for technical and financial assistance to repair river erosion which is endangering the railroad; and 3) Dry Hydrant Repairs for funding to complete inspection and to repair dry hydrants, update of Dry Hydrant Manual, and adoption of a yearly inspection program.

Discussion was also held on the Genesee River Wilds projects and it was the consensus of the Committee that these projects should be done by a self-funded group.
