A. NRCS Report: (Written Report Attached)

1. Reported the completion of 18 points and parcels for the National Resource Data Inventory.
2. FSA Compliance Reviews are in progress, 3 out of 9 completed on 856 acres. Reviews to be completed by December 1st.

3. Construction check has been done on Lester York’s FL-LOWPA milkhouse waste system, which was completed on November 17th. Stone berm remains to be done along with mulching and seeding. He has a number of diversions that need rebuilding and would qualify for future FL-LOWPA funding.

4. Will continue as acting DC in Cattaraugus County through December.

5. November is National Native American Heritage Month.

B. Executive Director (Report Attached)
1. The final close-out documents have been completed on the FEMA projects. The FEMA audit was started on November 12th with Julie Jagota from RC Mercer, Ellicottville, NY.
2. The District Appropriation in the County Budget was $130,000.00. Should we go to the December DPW meeting and request a 3-year contract or wait until January? It was the consensus that we request the 3-year contract now.

3. We have found map cabinets in Cortland and Schuyler County, which they will donate to us, but we still have to get them picked up.

4. Working with Dana Chapman, from Agricultural Engineering Services to do the technical assistance for Round X and Round XIII. Bennett farm check has been completed and passed, however, the Cartwright farm needs work to pass. Will be doing Marriott and May after Thanksgiving. Discussion was held on the problems at the Cartwright farm. Motion was made by McCormick, second by Hopkins and Carried to drop the components not passing from the grant, pending discussion with Les Travis, and close-out the grant.
5. Clean up of the Helmer Lot is going slow. Will meet with Robbie Chamberlain on site tomorrow.

6. Working on an agreement with Robbie Chamberlain to do the County Forest Master Plan. 

7. We still need assistant cleaning out the shop area. We wish to thank Phil for replacing the lights in the shop.

8. Other projects that have been investigated include: 1) Ralph Hill, Town of Wellsville drainage; 2) Town of Independence, Harrigan Gully culvert replacement; 3) Town of Independence drainage issue. A drainage study will be done using 2007 FL-LOWPA funding; 4)Town of Belfast/Petrie water problem; 5) Town of Angelica Fair Grounds drainage; 6) Town of Angelica/Crego streambank stabilization. This is will be done using 2008 Performance Measure funds and will be completed by 12/31/09; 7) Town of Wellsville/Hanover Hill Culvert replacement and streambank stabilization; 8) McHenry Valley Creek, Town of Almond, streambank stabilization. USC Stream Team to start survey Monday (11/23/09). This project will be done under a USC grant with engineering and equipment/labor done by USC as a training demo; 9) Stevens Rd. Bridge, Town of Almond, bridge has been flagged. USC Stream Team will survey this site also.
9. Phone system is in, signs have been placed on the building and the printers have been networked.

10. SUNY Alfred intern will possibly be doing our AEM files in January under an Independent Study program.

11. Discussion was held on Board re-appointments. We will be requesting the re-appointment of Phil May and Ted Hopkins. Discussion was held on the other Legislative rep and the consensus was to request Doug Burdick.
